	Independent Project

R: Author of “The Breadwinner”
A: Readers of the book
F: 1 Chapter rewritten or write the start of the sequel
T: Write (at least 2 pages total) changing some or all of a specific chapter. Or, you can start writing the exciting sequel of the next book in the Breadwinner series!
	Independent Project

R: Any major character(s) from the book
A: Readers of the diary entries
F: At least 4 diary entries and no more than 7 entries
T: Write (at least 2 pages total) diary entries about important events that have been happening in your life since the Taliban came into power. Make sure to really pay attention in your writing to the character’s voice.

	Group Project or Independent
R: One of you will be a major character from “The Breadwinner” and one will be a newspaper reporter.
A: Newspaper readers of the Afghanistan Women’s Magazine
F: Interview
T:. The reporter will interview the major character, asking them at least 10 worthwhile, important, and interesting questions (using the 5 W’s) about themselves. The responding character will give at least 10 worthwhile, important, and interesting answers. Have someone videotape you and your buddy when you feel ready to present on camera.

R: Historians
A: Future generations of people

F: Timeline 
T: Creating a timeline of the 15 major, important events from each of the 15 chapters in “The Breadwinner” on poster paper, PowerPoint, or Prezi. Write underneath each event, WHY it was so important to the story. You should include pictures either drawn by hand or printed off the computer (or pictures included in your PowerPoint or Prezi) to help show the major event to your audience.

A: Whoever you decide Parvana is writing to
F: Postcard (at least 2 pages total) or pen pal letter

You will respond to Parvana/Kaseem as the appropriate character to give at least 10 worthwhile, important, and interesting answers. Include interesting and accurate details about your own life right now using the 5 W’s to guide your details given.

R: You and your buddy are designers
A: People wishing to purchase “The Breadwinner” merchandise

F: at least 4 Trading Cards per person or at least 6 PowerPoint slides/Prezi frames per person
T: On the front, draw (or using the internet and PowerPoint or Prezi) a picture of the character and write their name. On the back, provide a description of their personality, appearance, plus some fun facts such as their favorite food, special skills, fears, pet peeves, most embarrassing moment, or other appropriate ideas (at least 5 character traits per character).
